Vendor Requirements:

e Supply own tables and chairs (plus your own power strips and extension cords if electricity
is needed)

¢ Ensure a minimum of one person will be at the booth the entire time.*If needed, a booth
sitter may be available upon request for a lunch or bathroom break

¢ Must be a Gourd artist/craftsperson and/or suppliers of tools, supplies, and
embellishments for gourd creations

e PAGS encourages vendors to do demonstrations in their spaces

e Vendors have the right not to have their items photographed. If a vendor does not wish to
allow photographs, the vendor will be responsible for posting a clearly visible sign noting
such.
